


SAM is an intensive music academy for string players and pianists age 14-24, designed 
to develop and re� ne the skills needed for excellence in solo and ensemble performance. 
A limited number of woodwind players will be accepted. 

Students study and perform prepared solo repertoire as well as trios, quartets, and larger 
ensembles from the chamber music literature covering styles from baroque to contemporary. 
The development of sight-reading skills is emphasized in the ensemble playing. 

Students younger than 14 may apply and will be admitted upon faculty evaluation, and if 
accompanied by an adult for the duration of the course. Students younger than 14 may also 
be invited to attend the “SAM Jr.” course. 

SAM Jr. is a day camp (1:00 PM – 5:00 PM) o� ering younger students the opportunity to pursue extensive music studies in a variety of playing 
levels. The curriculum consists of daily individual lessons, small ensemble playing, orchestra, and music appreciation. Students have the option 
of enrolling in a morning session (10:00 AM – 1:00 PM) of playful recreational activities at Snowcreek Athletic Club for an additional $50 per session.
